Biography of Grace Schulman

Grace Schulman's newest poetry collection is The Broken String (Houghton Mifflin, 2007, and Mariner paperback, 2008). She is the author of six books of poems, including Days of Wonder: New and Selected Poems and The Paintings of Our Lives.
Among her honors are the Aiken Taylor Award for poetry, the Delmore Schwartz Memorial Award, a Guggenheim Fellowship, and New York University's Distinguished Alumni Award. Her poems have received three Pushcart prizes, and Days of Wonder was selected by Library Journal as one of the best poetry books of 2002.

Editor of The Poems of Marianne Moore (Viking, 2003), she is Distinguished Professor of English at Baruch College, CUNY.  Schulman is former director of the Poetry Center, 1974-84, and former poetry editor of The Nation, 1971-2006. She lives in New York City and in East Hampton, Long Island, with her husband, Jerome.
