Biography of Becky Thacker, author of Faithful Unto Death
The author’s father was a Michigan farm boy during the Great Depression, a military man and is a WWII veteran, raconteur and lover of cats.

The author’s mother was a distant cousin of US president Wm Howard Taft, the granddaughter of the head of Michigan State’s agricultural department, a home economics major and military wife.  She is also descended from the grandchildren of Rebecca Nurse and Cotton Mather, Salem Witch trials victim and hanging judge respectively.

The author was born in 1948 in a Catholic hospital at Hancock Michigan, which is located in the Upper Peninsula.  When her father came to see his newborn daughter, the nuns asked him to step outside lest his Protestantism sully the Host as the priest carried it through the corridor for mass, a fact he still resents.

The Thacker family lived near the Pentagon in the early days of the Cold War, near Casablanca, Morocco during its struggle for independence from the French, in Florida during the Cuban Missile Crisis, and in Izmir, Turkey, at the time President John Kennedy was assassinated.  Between tours of duty the family would return to Michigan, dividing time between the Taft cottage on Lake Charlevoix and the Thacker farm (now 100 years in the family) in Leroy.  
At family gatherings in Leroy the elder relatives often debated about “the family murder,” each strongly holding a different viewpoint of what happened and why.  The author has managed to reconcile her love for the north Michigan woods with her love for her grandfather Ralph, who spent much of his adult life in cutting them down.
The author now lives in Indianapolis, Indiana, with her partner Harriet.  She programs computers for a living, gardens in the summer, and writes because she can’t seem to do otherwise.  Thacker has been writing letters, poems and essays since the third grade and has published articles in local magazines and anthologies. 
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
