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ENCOUNTERS IN MODERN HEBREW: LEVEL 3

In this series for teaching Hebrew to English speakers there are four levels. Level 3
includes lessons 21-30. The targel leamers of Level 3 are university students in the
second or third year of their Hebrew studies.

Every level has ten lessons. The lessons include reading selections, explanations of
grammatical features and language usage, exercises and drills, writing assigments and
suggestions for classroom activities. At the end of each lesson there is a summary of
the content of the lesson and a Hebrew-English dictionary. This dictionary includes the
new words in the lesson.

The explanations of the new structures and usage are given in English, with the
assumption that the instruction in class is carried out in Hebrew and the students
can read the explanations outside of class. The language patterns which introduce
the grammatical subjects are given in order to present the new structures in
appropriate contexts. The examples are given in sentences.

The subjects which are included in the lessons are subjects for reading and
discussion. The emphasis is on the four skills of the language, and thus every
reading selection is intended for discussion and conversation in class or for writing
assignments outside of class.

It is recommended that the vocabulary at the end of each lesson be divided into
active and passive vocabulary (this should be done by the instructor, taking various
pedagogical considerations). The introduction of a rich vocabulary is very important
at this stage of learning, as it enables students to express themselves in a more
adult fashion.
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
